Effective January 21, 2001, the Board of Supervisors amended the Sunshine Ordinance by adding the following provision:  

The ringing of and use of cell phones, pagers and similar sound-producing electronic devices are prohibited at this meeting.  
Please be advised that the Chair may order the removal from the meeting room of any person(s) responsible for the ringing 

or use of a cell phone, pager, or other similar sound-producing electronic devices (67A.1 Prohibiting the use of cell phones, 
pagers and similar sound-producing electronic devices at and during public meetings).
